Konferensen 
ägnades åt narkotikaindustri och dess offer – 
restriktiv drogpolitik kombinerad med humana 
vårdsvillkor (”The narcotics industry and its 
victims—a restrictive policy combined with 
humane care provision”). 

Oslos borgmästare Per Ditlev-Simonsen öpp-
nade konferensen med sitt tal. Han uppmärk-
sammade att i år firar Norge sin 100-årsdag 
sedan den fredliga upplösningen från Unionen 
med Sverige. 

Oslo kommun hade ordnat storslagna loka-
ler till ECAD gäster på Hotel Bristol, organise-
rade en överdådig middag i Oslos Stadshus, 
utflykter till Drammen och ett besök på Alko-
hol- och Narkotikamissbrukscenter. Konfe-
rensdeltagare diskuterade också sekundär- 
och tertiärförebyggande metoder i Norge när 
de kommit på besök på Ila Rehabiliterings- 
och Öppenvårdscenter.   

ECAD tackar Oslo kommun för ett exceptio-
nellt bra organiserat mottagande av våra gäs-
ter! Vi vill också yttra vår tacksamhet till alla 
konferensdeltagare för spännande och livliga 
diskussioner!

ECAD Conference ”Anti Drug Policy man-
agement in municipal education: experi-
ence, difficulties and perspectives” has 
taken place in Yekaterinburg on the 22-23 of 
April 2005. 
 Yekaterinburg is one of the Russian 

ECAD-network cities and it is also the capi-
tal of the Ural Federal Region of Russia. 
More than 120 municipalities and 14 Sub-
jects of the Russian Federation have been 
working in Yekaterinburg for 2 weeks. The 
outcome of the conference was a special 
Resolution, based on the shared knowledge 
about denarcotisation of the civil society. 
 The Resolution contains detailed proposals 

to the Russian president and the govern-
ment on Russian anti-drug policy improve-
ment. It is also an example of public partici-
pation in the Russian State Affairs. In order 
to improve information and experience 
exchange of municipal authorities it was 
decided to create a new Eastern Branch of 
the Russian ECAD Office with the centre in 
Yekaterinburg.

Per Ditlev-Simonsen,

We are living in a time characterised by 
growing variety and disparity. During the 
last decade people seem to have got used to 
an increase of social and individual prob-
lems caused by drugs.  And this develop-
ment combined with an offensive alliance 
that persistently promotes ideological argu-
ments for legalisation of narcotics dims and 
blurs peoples’ sense of right and wrong, thus 
giving the organised criminals an advanta-
geous lead on the public and the authorities. 
That is why it is so important to hold on to 
some basic values. One of those values we 
find in ECAD’s uncompromising fight 
against drugs. 

Oslo has during the years gradually devel-
oped an open public drug arena where a 
limited number of people are using drugs 
publicly. From my position as mayor of this 
magnificent city and as a human being, this 
is no longer acceptable. 

For these reasons, ladies and gentlemen, 
and for many others, time is overdue to in-
tensify the European and national combat 
against drugs, which is the main theme of 
this conference. ECAD stands for organised 
firm attitudes against drugs in public and on 
the individual level. The organisation repre-
sents a powerful alternative to organised 
liberalism over drug distribution and use, 
thus counterbalancing the tendency of 
gradually more sloppy attitudes among ordi-
nary people and some notorious academic 
high-flyers who by definition should   know    

better. 
In my mind, ladies and gentlemen, the 

combat against drugs takes place at two 
levels, the public and the individual. The 
two levels involve different means and 
methods, but both imply a fight for freedom 
from drugs and freedom to alternatives to 
them. 

On the public level we want freedom from 
organised crime, from lethal traps for our 
children and adolescents, from harsh, brutal 
and clandestine distributing chains of all 
kinds – and freedom to seek decency, moral 
consensus and ethical standards, freedom to 
perfect our democracy through active par-
ticipation and freedom to look the future in 
the eyes without being pushed back by de-
structive forces. 

On the individual level we want freedom 
from ruined physical and mental health, 
sudden death, social and individual misfor-
tune and deprivation, freedom from sorrow 
over lost children and relatives – and free-
dom to reach for happiness and meaning 
unchained from addiction and criminal rul-
ers. 

In other words, freedom means to be un-
tied from something you fear and detest. 
Only then can you be free to seek for what is 
good for you. 

I want you to know that this is not only 
our city’s policy – it is also very much my 
personal feeling and the reason I am so en-
gaged in ECAD:s goals.

The narcotics industry has succeeded in 
establishing a mounting presence in our 
midst, first slowly and without gaining seri-
ous attention, almost as if it were providing 
additional glamour, entertainment in our 
lives; and then with determination and 
strength, organisational brilliance, employ-
ing force and illegal weapons - now using 
the means of modern telecommunications, 
mobile phones and personalised information 
technology to create a network of trade and 
enforcement which has become almost over-
whelming in its effectiveness and scope. 

The openness of our boarders, the free 
movement of people from one country to 
another, certainly a laudable aim and a bless-
ing for many, has also provided the narcotics 
industry with a new mobility, opportunities  

for advances which did not exist before. 
Yes, it is indeed a war, not in the tradi-

tional sense, fought by soldiers, air raids or 
tanks. But a war reflecting the technology of 
our times because the means are more mod-
ern, the boundaries more elusive, a war cre-
ating victims who are also mostly young. 

How do we respond?  

 
In Reykjavik, the capital of my country, an 

elaborate programme of information and 
guidance in schools and also aimed towards 
all the family members has brought im-
provements. Scientific studies are now avail-
able, showing in concrete terms the scope of 
our success. 

Our cooperation and continuous dialogue 

is of paramount importance because the 
enemy is unfortunately growing in strength, 
becoming more global and more effective, 
amassing great wealth from the suffering of 
others and arming itself to escape our ef-
forts. 

The goals that led to the formation of this 
organised effort, European Cities Against 
Drugs, are therefore now more urgent than 
at the outset, the need for our co-operation 
more burning. 

I consider it a privilege as well as a duty to 
be a part of your endeavours and I hope 
that we will be able to lend each other a 
helping hand. Let our actions therefore re-
flect that only by advancing together can we 
hope to drive this new threat from our cit-
ies.

We have extensive co-operation with police 
on national and local levels, co-operation on 
the European level. 

We closely cooperate with the NGOs, the 
Salvation Army, and the Red Cross… But we 
are not reaching our targets in reaching the 
addicts out from their lives and this is disap-
pointing. Obviously we are doing the insuf-
ficient job on the preventive side.  

Even if we do not believe in the drug-free 
Europe we have to work for it, to maintain 
this goal for a drug-free society… 

 
 

Our main goal is to prevent drug use. Drugs 
are prescribed in huge amounts, they are 
also necessary. We answer the problems of 
today with the tools of yesterday. People 
should pay more attention to younger chil-
dren. Something has to be touched at the 
emotional level to change the behaviour... 

We have to respond in 2 ways: 
• Through tough measures from the police 

side 
• Working on the preventive side. 
The most widespread illness of the 21-

century is depression. Depression and drugs 
are closely connected. 

We have to work with families to prevent 
the undesired pregnancies to preclude the 
depressive, suicidal behaviour that is the 
basis for many drug-addicts... 

 
 

ECAD goals are attainable, but this implies 
continuous efforts. Drug-industry is well 
organised and municipalities have not come 
up with a common recipe yet.  

However, drug-connected crime-level in 
Veliky Novgorod has diminished up to 50%, 
heroin is leaving the city...

ECAD was founded in 1994 as a counter-
force against the drug legislation and harm 
reduction movements. 

A number of European mayors decided to 
unite in a fight for a drug-free Europe for 
their citizens. Among the first cities to join 
were Stockholm, Berlin, Paris, London and 
Oslo. 

These founding members were fearful of 
the social tendency to acquiescence in the 
drug abuse culture, which was a feature of 
Europe then and unfortunately continues to 
be a characteristic of too many European 
cities today. 

We can look back over the past twelve 
years and see the social changes and the 
tolerance of illegal drug abuse, which has 
become common practice in some cities. 

 There were proposals when ECAD was 
founded as there are today for legalising 
cannabis. Some cities give heroin to heroin 
addicts and others have opened special 

municipal rooms where drug addicts can 
inject illegal drugs while the municipal car-
ers look on. 

The decision-makers who pursue such poli-
cies have given up hope and faith in people. 

ECAD firmly believes that it is wrong to 
wash our hands in a ”Pilate-like” fashion and 
abandon human beings, our fellow-citizens of 
Europe and allow them and facilitate them to 
wallow in a life filled with life-destroying 
drugs. 

We must never give up the hope and the 
determination that a fellow being may be 
assisted to live a delightful drug-free life. To 
place a young person in a maintenance pro-
gramme with a lifelong intake of drugs, even 
if supervised by a doctor, is to give up the 
hope and abandon the determination of con-
quering the drug abuse addiction. 

 When ECAD speak of a drug-free Europe 
there are many spokespersons that reject it as  

being a Utopian objective. 

 If I had told you fifteen years ago that the 
European Championship in Horse Jumping 
would be organised in July 2005 by a group 
of former addicts in a treatment centre in 
northern Italy – San Patrignano – I would 
probably be accused of being in cloud 
cuckoo land. 
 San Patrignano is living proof that it is 

possible to get back to a life without drugs 
and to do so completely without the help of 
drugs. 
You need to visit San Patrignano to under-

stand its commitment to people. You need 
to see with your own eyes the fantastic 
things people produce. 
So instead of becoming increasingly toler-

ant our cities must renew their commit-
ments to protect our citizens from the dev-
astating problems which illegal drugs pose 
for individuals, for families and for munici-
pal authorities.

Anti-Drug Fund has introduced a paging 
system: “You page us – we incarcerate the 
drug-dealer!” During the first month we got 
more than 3500 messages. So, we have an 
immense database available. We have suc-
ceeded so far that it was impossible to buy 
drugs in Yekaterinburg in the beginning of 
2003. 

The best criterion for the successful fight 
against drugs is the death- and overdose-
curve going down close to zero. 

Russian drug-liberal policy starting May 
12, 2004 has allowed drug-dealers to carry 
up to 10 single injection doses in the pocket. 
As a consequence of that  number of deaths 
has doubled in Russia and increased 8 times 
in Yekaterinburg. This is the result of liberal 
anti-drug policy.

ECAD Centre for anti-drug policy in 
St:Petersburg is promoting a new Master 
programme for anti-drug policy co-
ordinators.  

The course is named Narcoconflictology 
(No 040300) and it is being taught at the 
philosophic faculty of the St:Petersburg  
State University, Russia.  The University 
rector, L.A. Verbitskaya included it into the 
University curriculum by a special order: 

The ECAD/St:Petersburg Anti-Drug Pol-
icy Centre was opened in the University 
premises situated in 7/9, University Na-
berezhnaya str. That was done in compli-
ance with Agreement on February 12, 2001 
counteracting the spread of narcotic sub-
stances (drugs) between the non-profit or-
ganisation ECAD and St:Petersburg State 
University. With the aim of the Centre pro-
motion, and scientific and professional de-
velopment of the University,  I order: 
• To ensure implementation of the Master 

Programme “Narcoconflictology” and make 
use of the University resources to lecture 
within this programme. 

• To develop a statute concerning the ECAD/
St:Petersburg State University Interna-
tional Anti-Drug Policy Centre by the 1-st 
of September 2005. 

• To append the earlier disposed Centre prem-
ises to the address 7/9, University Na-
berezhnaya. 

 
The first six students graduate in summer 

2005. Education possibilities in English are 
now being considered.

Our European societies have experimented and evaluated both tolerance and intolerance to illicit drug use and drug abuse. 
 It is our reflection upon this which guides us towards non-use. This in regard to our humane well being.   

 
New master programme 
for anti-drug policy co-ordinators 

The undersigned Administration wholly 
supports the political line of the Italian Gov-
ernment which, through the National Anti 
Drug Department, undertakes as an objec-
tive to follow, not to maintain the drug ad-
dict in his state of dependence, but to his 
effective rehabilitation, also through the 
entrance of the same addict in therapeutic 
communities. 
 All this with the aim of combating in the 
most efficient way the criminal organisations 
which supply narcotic substances, so as to 
eliminate any possible hypothesis of any 
legalisation of the use of such substances, the 
cultivation, the production, the possession, 
the purchase, and the sale of cannabis. 
 

For this reason we favour the elimination 
of every ambiguous distinction between 
drugs which are “heavy” or “light”; so as to 
give more support to the rehabilitation com-
munities, reinforcing their intervention even 
at the penitentiary level to support those 
inmates who intend to get out of the tunnel 
of drug addiction. 

Olbia, with its strategic position is one of 
the most important crossroads of the com-
mercial and tourist traffic of Sardinia and 
Italy and therefore as a consequence result-
ing in an easy contact point with national 
and international markets which favours the 
spreading of narcotic substances. 

In Olbia, as in Italy, the use of heroin is at a 
high level, but what is more alarming is the 
consumption of cocaine, which has gone 
from an “elite” drug to a drug of mass con-
sumption . As for the use of cannabis and its 
derivatives, here the number of users is  

very high. From a research carried in sec-
ondary school institutions in 2003 it has 
emerged that at least 50% of the students 
interviewed show a positive attitude to-
wards the use of “light” drugs.  
The actions to be undertaken to combat the 

drug phenomenon require strategies which 
are able to: 

•Promote a culture, which excludes the 
search for drug use experiences, proposing 
adequate values; 
•Prevent and inform, to orientate on the 

damage and dangers associated with the use 
of narcotics; 
•Suppress the traffic and dealing, be it 

upon national and international levels, with 
particular reference to the transit countries 
and producers; 

•Rehabilitate those who make use of drugs. 
 
  In this regard, the Municipality of Olbia 
in order to give greater impetus to the 
combating of drug abuse, together with 
the co-operation of the Italian govern-
ment, has decided to adhere to the Euro-
pean Cities Against Drugs and to partici-
pate with its own delegation to the tasks 
of the 12th ECAD Conference.
